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The paradox between rational contract and the abuse of
public right and its enlightenments
—An analysis from the theory of rational choice

Abstract: Based on an analysis from the theory of rational choice, the theories of classic social contract were
considered that the rational individuals conclude the contracts each other on the basis of voluntary agreements entering
the political society, which is a rational choice in win-win situations. But the result of this collective act demonstrates
that the individual rationality leads to the group of irrationalities. The release of public rights to other ways may lead a

dilemma of collective behaviors in a non-cooperative game. Therefore, what democratic nations need do is to build up a

kind of nation with lots of centers of power the dual mode of social structure, so as to reduce the phenomenon of
public power being abused. It is essential to strengthen the power from civil societies, to enhance the neglect of
democratic spirits and public spirits.
