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Structural Examination on Mental Representation and
Prototypical Instances

Abstract: Rosch did not discuss prototype in depth, and Lakoff and Taylor pointed out some misunderstandings about
prototype. To further investigate mechanism of categorization, based on distinguishing mental representations and
prototypical instances, the research examines the structural relationship between them from the perspective of
categorization, and tries to explore how to represent specific instances in abstract categories, representing mechanisms
and structural mappings in representing process. It turns out that mental representation is the cognitive combination of
images of category members on the basis of basic level categorization with holistic distinctive attributes from other
categories; one to many relationship exists between mental representation and prototypical instances; abstract concepts
are also categorized into three levels: super-ordinate, basic level and subordinate; and the mental representation is the
mapping of propositional conceptual core of prototypical instances through metaphor and metonymy.
