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Rights balance between the criminal defendants and victims

Abstract: To achieve the balance of the defendant and victim rights is inevitable for the criminal suit process. In China,
the established litigant position legally equaled the status of the counterparts and also laid a foundation for the balance.
But there are still practical difficulties in the protection of the concrete counterparts’ proceeding right. The root causes
of the imbalance came from the conflicts of the target value, the benefit results, and the contradiction between the rights
protection and the litigant effectiveness. To find a possible way to keep the right balance is to consider how to get a
dynamic, stable and appropriate way.
