Analysis on the Ting Army disbanded

Abstract: The Ting Army, as a powerful force in the Group of Xiang Army, played an important role in the course of
cracking down the Taiping Heavenly Kingdom Movement. After the Taiping Heavenly Kingdom was destroyed, the
Ting Army participated in cracking down the Nian Army complying with the imperial edict, and rescued the Ming
Army from perishing. However, contradiction between Bao Chao and Liu Mingchuan became acute after the main force
of eastern Nian Army was defeated. Then, the Ting Army was disintegrated by the Qing Government. The result of the
incident indicated that the contradiction between the Xiang Group and the Huai Group became apparent. At a deeper
level, it reflected that the Qing Government’s policy was switched from the military issue to the governing issue.
