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Exploration into the internal and external causes of
1989 GDR Cirisis and the Fall of the Berlin Wall

Abstract: As a ring of eight eastern Europe countries’ political upheaval in 1989, the GDR Cerisis and the Fall of the
Berlin Wall have its uniqueness. Since the democratic reform in Hungary, FRG’s betrayal on the “Ostpolitik” and the
combination of the two led directly to the full-blown crisis in GDR. Honecker’s continual conservative led to the
discontent of the Soviet Union which finally brought him down. Krenz’s “Wende” program faced the dual pressures of
external debt and political democratization, and the well-designed reform program from him and Gorbachev could not
solve the core contradictions of “either democratization or economic collapse”. The tumbling down of the Berlin Wall
undermined the legitimate rights of the four countries, inspired the people’s enthusiasm of unity, directly shook the East
German government’s control and reform plans, and made the German question return to the international political
agenda. But regardless of the Fall of the Berlin Wall, Krenz’s reform program could hardly be successful, and the pace
of GDR’s democratization could hardly be stopped.
